Bible Study: The heart of LOGOS; time to learn God’s  
Word and think about how it applies to our lives. 
Worship Skills: Time together to prepare for leadership 
in worship. All grades will participate in church on a rotating 
basis. 
Recreation Time: Games, crafts, and social time to 
cultivate trust and friendship.  

Family Time: A time to break bread together, grow in our 
relationships, and develop a sense of our church family.
